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Rules of exploitation

The catalogue is systematized annotated list of disciplines, related to the optional part of educational programs of the third
(educational-scientific) level of higher education.

Catalogue formation corresponds to principles of flexibility, compactivity and student-centrism.

The Catalogue Disciplines are directed onto the formation of the learning results for gaining (in general) special (professional)
competences. The contents of optional disciplines take into account the requirements to novelty, scientific capacity, practical
directionality and RVO.

The Catalogue gives short description of each of the disciplines (summary), along with prerequisites (a set of requirements
before taking the course) and results of learning, ECTS volume, department etc.

The overall scope of the optional disciplines is no less than 25% of the overall volume of educational program of the listener on
the corresponding high education profile (HEP).

The content of particular discipline is determined by its syllabus — working program of the discipline.
Optional disciplines give the listener the following opportunities:

- Creation of the individual learning strategy;

- Acquaintance with the contemporary level of scientific research in corresponding field of knowledge;

- Deepening of professional education within the realms of chosen professional and educational program;

- Acquaintance of the additional learning results.
The listener chooses disciplines accordingly to the learning plan, by which the one studies, determining the quantity and volume
of the disciplines of free choice per semester. At the same time, the listener is eligible to choose the disciplines proposed for the
other educational programs in accordance with the head of department.

In educational plan, aside from the volumes and semesters of optional disciplines learning, it is used to mention the Catalogues
of disciplines choosing: professional Catalogue (a.k.a. F-Catalogue).

PROCEDURE OF CHOICE
The procedure of actual choice of the disciplines is preceded by acquaintance with the order, terms, features of taking the
proposed optional disciplines, as well as conditions of formation of learning groups for optional disciplines from F-Catalogues.
Prior to choice of the disciplines:
- pedagogical workers responsible for learning of the disciplines of ZU-Catalogue, by curators’ applications, are
eligible (in extra-time) for presentations of the disciplines of choosing;
- pedagogical workers responsible for learning of the disciplines of F-Catalogues, along with curators of
academic groups, are eligible for presentations of disciplines. On request, additional consulting can be provided
concerning the formation of individual educational trajectory, accounts registration in University’s specialized
informational system etc.
Ph.D. students.

Ph.D. students choose from F-Catalogues (usually) during the spring semester of 1% academic year (so that the disciplines of
choosing are to be studied during the 2" year), if there are no any other features of educational program.

The procedure of choice by Ph.D. students from F-Catalogues is performed through specialized University system through the
following stages:

1) Registration in specialized informational system.

2) Choice of disciplines.

3) Choice confirmation of the F-Catalogue disciplines.

4) Proceedings of the results of one’s choice (results fixation) and the data transmission for correction of individual
learning plans of Ph.D. students.

If it is impossible to form a study group/stream for studying a certain discipline of the F-Catalogue, graduate students are given
the opportunity to make a second choice - by joining already formed study groups/streams (the second term of selection), or to
master the chosen discipline individually by means of a mixed form of study, and individual consultations (the opportunity is
provided upon a grounded application of the graduate Ph.D. student and the decision of the department providing the learning).

Choice results are enlisted in the individual learning plan ‘Optional disciplines’ accordingly to the Condition of individual learning
plan of the student of KPI named after Igor Sikorsky.



Ultimate information concerning the F-Catalogues disciplines is transferred by the responsible person from educational unit —
administrator of specialized informational system of department or faculty level, as well as of the level of education-and-
research institute:
- Onto departments responsible for teaching of the disciplines, to form pedagogical vantages to corresponding part of staff
of the departments;
- To faculty dean, education-and-research institute for a timetable formation.

A learner neglecting her/his right to choose the discipline can be inscribed to learning of the disciplines of the head of
department’s choosing in order to optimize the learning groups/streams.

If a listener could not choose the discipline in time on sufficient reason, or detected a mistake concerning one’s choosing, she/he
submits the information to dean with a statement about choosing the disciplines, providing the documents for that reason.

A statement for a change of optional discipline in the individual learning plan should be submitted no less than the month of
semester of learning the discipline itself.

The change of the disciplines of choosing after the beginning of learning semester in which they are taught is not allowed.

The timetable for the optional disciplines of one’s choosing from F-Catalogue are formed by the department.

The results of choice by the listeners of disciplines (bases of the University informational system, submissions) and
all the necessary documents about the formation of learning units are saved during the whole term of the learning
process accordingly to RVO.

In case of the renewal, transition of the listener, allowance to the classes after the leap year, the choice of disciplines
is made accordingly to the learning plan within the list of disciplines by means of which the learning units are formed
with regards to the academic year and timetable.

By the written submission of learner it is possible to recount the learning results of optional disciplines accordingly to
the Condition of recognition in KPI named after Igor Sikorsky the results of preliminary learning or the Condition of
recognition in KPI named after Igor Sikorsky the results of learning gained during the informal learning.
